Election and Tenure of Office

7.1 After completion of five years of the first executive body,

the procedure for election shall be laid
down by the Executive Committee, from time to time,

7.2 All terms of office of the elected members shall commence from the close of the AGBM at which

elections were held and shall continue for a period of Two Years or till the close of the second
AGBM leaving one in-between, whichever is earlier.

7.3 Members cannot hold the same office for more than three terms.
7.4 In the event of a vacancy at any level in the Executive Committee, the Executive Committee shall

have the freedom to elect a member to fill the vacancy.
